FESTIVAL EVENT RULES & REGULATIONS
· The HISTORIC RIVERWALK OF PUEBLO area functions as a community area and such the following are not permitted:

· Obscene, vulgar, or profane, sexually explicit, racial, obscene language in nature whether in music, public speech or other forms of entertainment.

· Sexually explicit or provocative dress, gestures or behavior.

· Actions, words, or behaviors designed to, or likely to, incite violence.

· Activities that would hinder that ability of the HISTORIC RIVERWALK OF PUEBLO Authority to maintain a safe public environment

· Use of power from light poles is prohibited. 

· All use of power on a stage must be handled by a staff person. They will be responsible for wiring and plugging into the power source.

· In the case of bad weather, the Harp staff assigned to handle power needs will decide whether to continue or stop anything using power in the park.

· Vendors will not be allowed in the park until the event representative (not volunteer) is on the site. Event organizers are responsible for the actions of vendors. The City of Pueblo or THE HISTORIC RIVER WALK OF PUEBLO reserves the right to deny any vendor access to the park for past infractions of these rules and regulations or any relevant City ordinance.

· Driving across the park is not permitted. This includes all park vehicles. No parking of vehicles in the grass of the park 

· All vehicles must be out of the vender zone (1/2) hour before the start of an event. No vehicle will be allowed to enter after that time.

· Vehicles are not allowed in the park during an event and no vehicles may enter the park after the event until the public is safely removed.

· Do not block walk ways with vehicles or trailers. Vendor tents and supplies must be at least 3 ft. from side walks.

· No bringing alcohol into the park 

· Charcoal grills are not allowed in the park. 

· Any tents more than 120 square feet placed in the park must be fire retardant and weighted on each corner. 

· Generators are not allowed unless approved by the Fire Marshall’s Office in advance.

· All power cords should be safely secured (i.e., taped down on the sidewalks).

· Music containing inappropriate lyrics, i.e., sexually explicit, racial, obscene or satanic in nature, shall not be played in the park.

· No glass containers in the park.

· Do not use the irrigation hookups for drinking water.

· Deep fryers must be in an enclosed wagon or trailer. Grease or oil is not to be poured on the ground or in the drains. Please dispose of it properly.

· HISTORIC RIVERWALK OF PUEBLO employees will not maintain parking lots for events;  SO PICK UP AND TAKE YOUR TRASH WITH YOU!  THANK YOU!
